Sixteen private career schools reported 2000-2001 completion data to
the Nebraska Coordinating Commission for Postsecondary Education.

Nebraska private career schools awarded 1,232 degrees or certificates
in 2000-2001. Total reported degrees or certificates awarded at private
career schools decreased by 9.7% between 1999-2000 and 2000-2001.
It is important to note, however, that increases or decreases in private
career school enrollments were affected by the reclassification of Bryan
School of Nursing as an independent institution for reporting purposes
beginning in 2001.

Women received 64% of degrees awarded by Nebraska career schools
in 2000-2001. Degree awards to male students increased by 8.2%
between 2000 and 2001 while degree awards to female students
decreased by 17.5% over the same period.

Black students received 6.9% of degrees and certificates awarded by
private career colleges in 2000-2001. Hispanic students received 2.0%
of degrees awarded, American Indian students .5%, and Asian
students .8%. Overall, minority students were awarded 10.2% of all
degrees from private career schools in 2000-2001.
