She is an Indiana native and graduate of the Ray-Vogue Schools in Chicago, Ill.  Lauritzen serves the CCPE as an at-large commission member.
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Hodges is executive director for Gallup University, a division of Gallup, which is based in Omaha. He attended the University of Nebraska-Lincoln where he received a Bachelor of Science degree in agribusiness and a Master of Science degree in leadership education.  Hodges has also completed coursework toward a Ph.D. in business, with a specialization in leadership.  He represents Nebraska's fourth district, which encompasses Sarpy county.  
Uhing is president of Norfolk Beverage Company in Norfolk and is very active in business and volunteer organizations in the Norfolk area.  Uhing is on the board of directors for the National Beer Wholesalers, he's a Norfolk Family YMCA volunteer and he holds past memberships in the Norfolk Noon Rotary and Norfolk Area Chamber of Commerce.  

Uhing received an associates of arts degree from Northeast Community College in Norfolk, a bachelor's degree in science from Chadron State College and master's degree in business administration from Wayne State College.  He is also a graduate of Harvard Business School's Owners/President Management (OPM) executive education program.  Uhing represents Nebraska's third district, which includes counties in east-central and northeast Nebraska.
